The plumbing company made a repair by tying in the backwash drain; however, the homeowner has reported that the drainage issue still exists. AIO will be contacting the plumbing company again to reevaluate the issue. 
b) Continued the conversation about the gates and possible privatization of roads. A virtual Town Hall meeting has been scheduled for May 20th. Representatives from the county commission and the DOT have agreed to attend.  A packet of information was assimilated to send out to the neighborhood by email and U. S. Postal Service. The packet is made up of a cover letter, a comparison between public roads vs private roads, a maintenance cost model detailing anticipated costs and budget for privatization if dues are increased $212 per year, a timeline detailing the steps toward privatization, and a list of questions that have been submitted to AIO for the town hall meeting.  The new electronic voting system will be implemented with a two-week voting window to ensure all residents have an opportunity to vote. This voting window will be open May 24 – June 7.
